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GUARDIANSHIP CONDITIONS 

All international students under the age of 18, who are not residing in Australia with a parent, or 
legal custodian, must have a guardian according to the conditions of one of the following three 
categories:  

1. A Relative Nominated by the Parent / Legal Custodian 

* The relationship must be one of the following; brother, sister, step-parent, step-brother, step-
sister, grandparent, aunt, uncle, niece or nephew, step-grandparent, step-aunt, step-uncle, step-
niece or step-nephew.  

* Where a relative is to be guardian, please apply directly to the Department of Immigration and 
Citizenship (DIAC).  See Application for Student Visa form 157A, questions 63, 65 and 66.  

* The guardian must be at least 21 years old. 

* The guardian must also have the right and intention to remain in Australia for the entire period 
that the student is under 18 years of age  

* The guardian must be of good character. To establish that a nominated guardian is of good 
character, the applicant will be required to provide evidence of police clearance in the country or 
countries in which the nominated guardian has resided for more than 12 months in the past 10 
years after the age of 16.  

 

2. Care Arrangements Approved by the Education Provider ï Non-relative, nominated by 
the Parents / Legal Custodian  

For the Education Provider to approve of the guardian the following conditions must be met:  

* All guardian arrangements made by Oz Homestay require the student to also live with the 
nominated guardian. 

* The guardian must be over 21 years of age. 

* The guardian must be resident in Australia for the entire duration of the studentôs stay in 
Australia (whilst they are still under 18). 

* The guardian must be able to provide the Education Provider with a residential address and 24 
hour contact details in case of emergency.  

* The guardian must be aware of and understand the responsibilities for being a guardian.  

 



 
 

* A representative of the Education Provider will meet with the guardian and inspect the 
accommodation that will be provided to the student.  The representative must be convinced that 
the guardian is concerned about the welfare of the student. 

* The Education Provider must receive a copy of identification documents totaling 100 points 
(e.g. Passport and Drivers Licence) 

* The Commission for Children and Young People Act 1998 makes it an offence for a prohibited 
person (a person convicted of a serious sex offence, the murder of a child or a child related 
personal violence offence, as well as a Registrable person under the Child Protection 
(Offenderôs Registration) Act 2000 to apply to be a guardian.  The Education provider or their 
nominated representative must receive the following NSW Commission for Children and Young 
People ñWorking with Children Checkò forms, signed by the nominated guardian and all 
members of the household aged 18 years and over: 1) Working with Children Background 
Check Consent Form and 2) Prohibited Employment Declaration form. 
 
 
3. Care Arrangements Arranged by the Education Provider 
Education providers are able to arrange approved and accommodation through homestay 
organisations such as Oz Homestay.  The student must put in an accommodation and 
guardianship application to the Education Provider they will be attending.
